Masaryk Miscellany XIII represents the production on T. G. Masaryk by Czech scholars
between 2004 and 2006. It contains ten so far unpublished studies, mostly dedicated to

T. G. Masaryk and Czech (Slovak) writers. The introductory essay on Masaryk s relation to
literature (Jifi Brabec) is followed by contributions exploring the Masaryk’s relation to

J. S. Machar (Jitka Zabloudilova), Viktor Dyk (Josef Tomes), Svetozar Hurban Vajansky
(Martin Kugera), Karel Capek (Josef Protiva) and Otakar Biezina (Jaromir Slomek). The rest
of the volume contains a selection of edited documents and correspondence, reviews of
Masaryk’s significant literary production and a complete bibliography of works by Masaryk
and on Masaryk published in 2004-2005.

Publikace ptinasi poprvé v ucelené podobé vetejné projevy, ¢lanky, rozhovory a dalsi
publikované texty prezidenta Edvarda Benese z let 1935-1938. Tato edice navazuje na
Masarykovy projevy z let 1918—1935 (soubor Cesta demokracie) a zavrsuje tak fadu projevii
demokratickych prezidentd mezivaleéného Ceskoslovenska. Bene$ovy texty z let 1935-1938
byly dosud vetejnosti ¢astecné ptistupny jen v nékolika dobovych publikacich; v poslednich
letech pak vyslo nékolik mensich soubori projevi, korespondence a diplomatickych zprav.
Prevazna vétsina textd vSak zlstavala v archivech nebo rozptylena v fad¢ nasich

1 zahrani¢nich novin a ¢asopisil. Sbirka texti druhého ¢eskoslovenského prezidenta z let
1935-1938 vyplituje tuto mezeru, ptinasi dokumenty k blizSimu poznani vefejnych aktivit

E. BenesSe v dob¢ vrcholného zépasu Ceskoslovenské demokracie v druhé poloving 30. let a
umoziuje prehlédnout BeneSovy nazory na fadu problémi tehdejsiho Ceskoslovenska.

This publication includes public speeches, articles and interviews of president Bene§ from
period of his first presidency (1935-1938) published in press. Such a comprehensive
collection of Benes§’s public texts was issued for the first time. This edition continues the
speeches of president Masaryk (Cesta demokracie I-IV). Some documents were published in
the 1930s, but most of them remained in the archives or were dispersed in number of



Czechoslovak or foreign papers and magazines. This collection of president speeches brings
documents referring to Benes$’s public activity and provides an opportunity to summarize his
opinions on basic problems of Czechoslovakia and European policy in the late 1930s.

Sbornik obsahuje piispevky ze tii seminafi, které se uskutecnily v letech 2005 a 2006 v ramci
cyklu Na pozvani Masarykova ustavu, zamétreného na stale zivé otazky a fenomény
novodobych ¢eskych i evropskych d€jin a ur€eného jak SirSimu spektru odbornikt, tak laické
vetejnosti. Prvni ze seminait byl zaméten na studium konstitutivnich hodnot novodobé ceské
spolecnosti. Autoii jednotlivych ptispevki se zabyvali otdzkou hodnotové orientace Ceské
spole¢nosti a jejimi proménami v novodobych ¢eskych déjinach. Druhy seminaf, nazvany
Politika bez vaviinii — fenomén neuspéchu v politice, ptinesl zajimava svédectvi o
neuspésnych politickych proudech a osobnostech ceské politiky. Posledni seminat (Volby
1946 iluze a realita) ptipomnél vyroéi 60 let od prvnich povalednych voleb v CSR, které se
uskutecnily 26. kvétna 1946. Cyklus semindit bude pokracovat i v pfistim roce — konkrétni
informace o jednotlivych seminatrich budou uvetejnény na www.mua.cas.cz.

The volume includes contributions from three seminars, which took place between 2005 and
2006 as a part of series of seminars Masaryk Institute Invitation, which explores still relevant
issues and phenomena of Czech and European history. Seminars are open to a broad range of
specialists as well as to the public. The first seminar focused on results of research related to
constitutive values of modern Czech society. Individual essays provide an account of different
aspects of value orientation of Czech society and its changes in the last two centuries. The
second seminar, Politics Without Glory — Aspect of 1ll Success in Politics, revealed interesting
facts on unsuccessful political currents as well as personalities of Czech politics. The third
seminar, Elections 1946: Illusions and Reality, was devoted to the 60" anniversary of the first
post-war elections in Czechoslovakia, which took place on 26™ May 1946. Series of seminars
will continue in 2007.
